As summer approaches, so do perfect opportunities to explore our
region with Link Transit.

When the days heat up, hop on a Route 21 bus to Lake Chelan for

a refreshing dip or a thrill ride down the water slides. Or head to
Leavenworth on Route 22, where you can catch the DART to Sleeping
Lady, rent a paddleboard, and glide through the cool waters of the

: Icicle River. For a more active adventure, bring your bike—every Link
Nick Covey bus has a rack—for a ride at the Leavenworth Ski Hill trails.

We're fortunate to live in a place where recreation is never far away—and where year-
round outdoor fun is just a bus ride away.

In mid-June, we hosted a small conference with InductkV, the company that supplies Link
with our powerful 300 kW in-ground inductive chargers. We welcomed representatives
from seven transit agencies across the U.S. and Nova Scotia. The general manager from
Nova Scotia tested our network just like a visitor would: Route 22 to Leavenworth, DART to
Sleeping Lady, and paddleboarding on the Icicle River—experiencing firsthand how transit
and tourism work hand-in-hand in our region.

That seamless integration of travel and recreation is made possible by the reliability of our
battery-electric fleet, powered in part by InductEV’s in-ground inductive chargers. These
systems allow our buses to run up to 16 hours a day, helping us reduce emissions while
maintaining dependable service. Link was one of the earliest adopters of this technology
in 2016, and we now operate five inductive chargers to keep our fleet moving:

* Three at Columbia Station in Wenatchee

+ One at the East Wenatchee Park-and-Ride at 3rd & Rock Island Road

* One at Willkommen Park-and-Ride in Leavenworth.

We're proud to be a national leader in battery-electric buses and in-route charging.

By the end of 2026, Link will operate 41 battery-electric buses, powered by clean, locally
generated electricity—cutting diesel costs by hundreds of thousands of dollars each year
and reducing our carbon footprint.

Link’s Electric Bus Fleet is Expandlng

Link Transit is continuing its
commitment to clean, sus-
tainable transportation with
the rollout of nine additional
battery-electric buses later this
summer. These 30-foot RIDE
buses—formerly BYD—

will be serving routes through-
out Wenatchee and East
Wenatchee, replacing older
cutaway vehicles.

With the addition of these new buses, Link’s electric fleet will grow to a total of 32
vehicles, further reducing emissions and enhancing the rider experience with quieter,
smoother service.

Following their delivery in April and May, the new buses have been outfitted with radios,
onboard cameras, and other essential electronic systems, and have received bike racks
and full exterior graphics to match the rest of the electric bus fleet.

+ Uno en el aparcamiento disuasorio Willkommen de Leavenworth.

Nos enorgullece ser lideres nacionales en autobuses eléctricos y carga en ruta. Para fines
de 2026, Link operard 41 autobuses eléctricos a baterfa, alimentados por electricidad
limpia generada localmente, lo que reducird los costos del diésel en cientos de miles de
délares cada ano y disminuird nuestra huella de carbono.
